How to get there 
 

International flights 
3 companies offer direct flights from France (Air France – Corsair – Air Caraïbes) 
Other companies Air Canada, American Eagle Airlines. 
 
Transfer 
On exiting the Arrivals Hall, you should go directly to the Taxis Dispatch Desk and request a taxi to Marina Port 
la Royale. The journey time between the Juliana International Airport and Marina Port la Royale is 
approximately 10 minutes. Taxi drivers will accept both US$ and Euros, as well Antillean Nederland Guilders 
(ANG). 1 US$ = 0, 67 Euros = 1, 72 ANG. Note that most taxi driver will use a rate of 1 US$ for 1 Euro, so US 
Dollars should be used preferably.
